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Executive Summary 
 

This is the second version of the Deliverable ñDissemination plans and materialsò (a 

final revised version is due in Month 30) and presents the progress with regards to 

dissemination activities, taking also on board the comments of the 1
st
 ACCESSIBLE 

review, to better outline the multi-level dissemination strategy for the project. For this 

reason, all reported dissemination activities have now also been clearly linked with 

the identified target groups, while specific actions have been identified for each target 

group. 

 

The focus of this deliverable version has been on reporting the various events to 

which ACCESSIBLE project team participated, and more specifically the very 

successful ICCHP 2010 workshop that was organised in Vienna, Austria. An 

innovative aspect has been the embracing of a range of Web 2.0 tools such as Twitter, 

Facebook, etc. to propagate the work of ACCESSIBLE. 

 

Finally, the Deliverable also includes the evaluation that was carried out by all project 

partners to assess the website effectiveness and the overall project dissemination 

efforts (quantitatively and qualitatively). 
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1 Introduction 
While D8.1a laid out the framework for a consistent and homogeneous dissemination 

strategy throughout the entire project duration, the D8.1d at hand reports on the actual 

dissemination activities that were undertaken by the project, and which stakeholders 

were reached. 

 

In the second chapter, we detail the updated overall dissemination policy with a focus 

on the multi-level approach, and how it is being applied by the project. Every 

dissemination activity as documented in this Deliverable now also indicates which 

end-users/beneficiaries/stakeholders were targeted. 

 

The third chapter focuses on the various dissemination instruments that have been 

made available and were used intensively by the project. This ranges from the 

traditional poster and leaflet, and USB sticks to the extensive usage of Web 2.0 tools 

such as Slideshare, Twitter, etc. 

 

The fourth chapter highlights the various events that were attended, as well as the 

presentations that were given, and the publications made in a number of conferences, 

journals and publications. 

 

Finally, Chapter 5 presents the results of the dissemination evaluation as carried out 

by all project partners.

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2 Dissemination policy

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3 Dissemination instruments 

3.1 Project graphical look and feel 

3.1.1Logo 

The project logo was conceived at the very beginning of the project and depicts in an 

attractive manner on the one hand through the bottom title the technological aspects of 

the project (applications, design, development), while the project acronym itself is 

built out of clear distinguishable characters. The characters in orange depict people 

with mobility, vision and hearing impairments.

This logo is distinctively used on the project website, leaflet and poster and will also 

be used accordingly on all other dissemination material which will be produced in the 

context of the project. 

3.2 Leaflet and posters 

3.2.1 Leaflet 

The leaflet has been modified to reflect objectives, main aim and progress of the 

ACCESSIBLE project, and now introduces also the available demos (current 

prototypes) : Disability Impairment Approximation Simulator (DIAS tool), Web 

Accessibility Assessment Tool, Web Service Assessment Tool, Mobile Web 

Adequacy and Accessibility Assessment Tool, the Description Language Accessibility 

Assessment Tool. This approach is also similar to the updated poster, where 

screenshots of the implemented tools have also been incorporated. In addition, the 

leaflet now also features a link to the Accessible Twitter page. The targeted 

stakeholders are clearly the designers and developers, while the 1
st
 version of the 

leaflet is still being used to targeted end-users beneficiaries (people with disabilities 

and older people). 

 

Approximately 1000 additional leaflets were produced by Month 24 (August 2010), 

and an update is also scheduled by Month 36. The last version will focus on the 

findings from the pilots, and the demonstration of the tools. 

 

Just like the 1
st
 version, again the predominant colours are grey, orange and blue, as is 

also the case in the logo. A similar approach has also been applied for the projectôs 

poster (see 3.2.2).

The leaflet has already been distributed at the dedicated ACCESSIBLE workshop at 

ICCHP 2010 (July 2010), together also with the new ACCESSIBLE USB stick that 

contained all information about the project, as well as the beta versions of the runtime 

applications of the various tools presented in the leaflet.

3.2.2 Poster 

Just like with the leaflet, also the poster was updated, focussing on the available 

demos of the project, accompanied by screenshots of the tools. Also the 

ACCESSIBLE Twitter page is featured on the poster. 

 

The poster maintained the same look and feel as the leaflet, and will follow a similar 

production cycle as the leaflets, with a final version due at the end of the project.

3.5 Newsletters 

In total, three 6-monthly newsletters were prepared so far, of which two in the second 

year of the project. They have all been made available for download on the projectôs 

website, in an accessible PDF format. The newsletter follows a similar look and feel 

like that of the leaflet and poster.

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project, while the third newsletter focused primarily on the findings from the User 

Needs identification performed and on the available prototypes: Web Accessibility 

Assessment Tool, Mobile Web Accessibility Assessment Tool, Web Services 

Assessment Tool, Description Languages Assessment Tool, and the DIAS simulator. 

In addition, also the various realised and scheduled presentations at workshops and 

conferences were highlighted. 

3.6 Video 

In the course of the project, short videos (2-3 minutes long) that demonstrate the use 

and advantages of the system will be created. They will be made available in a 

streaming format to the general public through the projectôs website by month 35 

(July-August 2011). 

 

The videos will address the following areas: 

¶ Mobile applications 

o The concept will be provided by FFCUL. 

¶ Web services assessment 

o The concept will be provided by CERTH/ITI. 

¶ Web application assessment 

o The concept will be provided by FORTH. 

¶ Description language assessment 

o The concept will be provided by SOLINET. 

 

These videos will be made available on DVD, while they will also be streamed 

through the project website using also video dissemination search engines such as the 

ones provided by YouTube and Google Video. 

3.7 Project website 

The ACCESSIBLE website was a main channel to announce the project survey, the 

availability of beta versions of ACCESSIBLE demos, and the 1
st
 ACCESSIBLE 

workshop at ICCHP 2010, as well as to accommodate a User Forum. A link to the 

ACCESSIBLE Twitter page is also prominently featured. 

 

The website is maintained on a continuous basis by USTUTT under guidance of MCA 

and follows a clear publication policy whereby all information is collected by MCA 

from the partners and is then uploaded by USTUTT to the website. 

 

A number of accessibility issues that arose were addressed in the second year: 

¶ justified text was aligned left; 

¶ lists were marked up; 

¶ inline JavaScript was removed.

3.7.1Statistics 

On a monthly basis, statistics have been collected from the website by USTUTT and 

are used as indicators regarding the number of visitors, the popularity of the pages, 

etc. These are generated, using the Webalizer Version 2.01 tool. 

 

There were on an average around 2000 visitors per month in 2010, with a peak in 

March and April of over 2500 when the open call for experts was launched.

3.8 Web 2.0 activities 

From the very start, ACCESSIBLE project embraced Web 2.0 tools such as Twitter, 

Facebook, YouTube and Slideshare. An interesting aspect in this is that the project 

makes usage of one single aggregator (Twitterfeed) to support all publications in 

Twitter and Facebook. Figure 13 explains the approach followed: 

¶ Twitterfeed aggregates all RSS feeds from the ACCESSIBLE website and the 

Slideshare uploaded presentations. 

¶ Twitterfeed makes the aggregated RSS feeds available to Twitter (and its 

accessible version) and Facebook. 

¶ YouTube uploaded videos can be announced in Twitter (and its accessible 

version), and embedded as Flash video (with an accessible alternative) in the 

project website and on Facebook. 

¶ Slideshare presentations can also be included as Flash presentations (with an 

accessible alternative) in Facebook and in the project website.

3.8.1Twitter page 

The ACCESSIBLE project launched its own Twitter page 

(http://twitter.com/AccessibleProj). Content is automatically populated using the 

News RSS feed from the ACCESSIBLE project website and the relevant Slideshare 

presentation uploads (see section 3.8.2), which is then aggregated by Twitter using the 

Twitter feed service. The approach followed guarantees that Twitter is always updated 

with the latest information as we publish it.

3.8.2Slideshare 

Every project presentation of ACCESSIBLE (and ÆGIS) is published using 

Slideshare service (www.slideshare.net). This allows the presentations to be easily 

findable and searchable on the internet through search engines such as Google (also 

because automatically a presentation transcript is produced, and permalinks are being 

generated by Slideshare to each presentation).
